September 2, 2003

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on September 2, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Tindall-Ellis, Case, Smith, and Mason.  Councilmember Messer was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to approve the minutes of the August 4, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried. There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the August 18, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Laura Van Tassell asked why her campaign flyer had been removed from the bulletin board.  The Mayor informed her that political flyers do not belong in municipal facilities.  The Mayor will check to see if other municipalities have ordinances or written policies regarding their bulletin boards.


Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of Ordinance #426 and CDBG Applications for the 2004 Funding Cycle. 

There was no input from the public on either matter.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

There was a discussion on Ordinance #426.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Mason to adopt Ordinance #426 – Amending Section 16 Of Ordinance #371.  Motion Carried. 


There was a discussion on CDBG projects for the 2004 funding cycle.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to table the matter and hold a workshop to review the costs and boundaries for the proposed Blackmore Avenue project and the proposed Hubbard Avenue project.  Motion Carried.  A workshop was scheduled for Wednesday, September 3, 2003 at 7:00 p.m.  


New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Silver Star Homes.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to approve the construction of a house and garage at 109 W. Jones Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Roger Foley obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits, and further provided that a survey is done to establish the property lines.  Motion Carried.


Councilmember Smith presented a request for funding assistance from Yacolt Primary School.  The school is planning to purchase concrete trash receptacles for the playground area because there have been problems with vandalism caused by bicyclists and skateboarders using the receptacles as jumps.  The school is hoping the Town will help fund the acquisition of the new concrete trash receptacles.  The cost to the Town would be approximately $200.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to authorize the expenditure of $200 to assist Yacolt Primary School with its acquisition of concrete trash receptacles for the playground area, provided the receptacles are indestructible.  Motion Carried.


The Mayor voiced concerns about litter around the commercial establishments, especially the Yacolt Trading Post and Pony Espresso, in the Yacolt Shopping Center complex.  There was a discussion on the matter.  The Council instructed the Mayor to invite the business owners to a meeting to discuss possible solutions to the problem.


The Mayor requested that a presentation on the Community Center conceptual plan project be added to the agenda.  Rob Barrentine of Architects Barrentine Bates Lee shared the proposed timeline for development of the conceptual plan with the Council.  He also reviewed the space standards, needs, and projections discussed at the last steering committee meeting.   The next update for the Council is scheduled for the October 6, 2003 meeting.


There was a motion by Case, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to accept the July, 2003 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson informed the Council that the resident of 312 E. Clark Street has been working very hard at cleaning up the property.  The Town still has the option of executing a warrant of abatement.  An Order of Abatement and Entry of Judgement was granted by the Superior Court on August 22, 2003 for 110 S. Hubbard Avenue.  The judgement included all penalties and legal fees.  The residents of 110 S. Hubbard Avenue have done some cleanup on the property since the judgement was granted.  The Town will execute the warrant of abatement at the most appropriate time. 

There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve warrants #8943 through #8958 as follows:  Current Expense - $7,097.58; Fire Department - $44.87; Parks Department - $538.11; City Street - $16,978.50; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $10.00 and warrants #8969 through #8986 as follows:  Current Expense - $5,003.73; Fire Department - $887.84; Parks Department - $66.64; City Street - $1,800.57; Cemetery - $43.94; and Stormwater - $160.59.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
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
