November 17, 2003

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on November 17, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Tindall-Ellis, Case, Smith, and Mason.  Councilmember Messer was absent. Clerk/Treasurer, Brenda Finnegan, consultant, Rod Orlando, and Public Works Supervisor, Paul Tester, were also present.  Visitors, Rob Barrentine, Kalina Kunert, Kevin Jolma, Ron Stewart, Laura Van Tassell, Wes Moehnke, Betty Moehnke, John Pfenning, Sr., John Pfenning, Jr., Arlan McMullen, and Joe Warren were also present.


There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the October 29, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.


Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update and revenue sources for the 2004 budget. 

Consultant, Rod Orlando, read the staff report on the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  There was no input from the public on either the update or the revenue sources for the 2004 budget.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

Rob Barrentine of Architects Barrentine Bates Lee reviewed the budget summary including construction and soft costs, monthly operating costs, and funding options for the proposed Community Center project.  The Steering Committee will plan and schedule an open house for presenting all of the information about the project to the public.

There was a discussion on the Battle Ground Public Schools Capital Facilities Plan.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to disapprove the Battle Ground Public Schools Capital Facilities Plan until the impact fees section is revised to include the lower impact fees to be collected inside the corporate limits of Yacolt.  Motion Carried. 


The Clerk/Treasurer informed the Council that she has not received delivery verification on the letter sent to the property owner of 503 N. Pine Avenue.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Mason to table the matter until the December 1, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the property at 204 N. Parcel Avenue.  The Mayor informed the Council that the Town Attorney determined in 1999 the zoning violations had been allowed to continue for too long and there was nothing that could be done at that time.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Smith to have the Mayor send a voluntary abatement request letter to the property owner, if nuisance conditions exist on the property.  Motion Carried.


A workshop was scheduled for 6:30 p.m. on Monday, November 24, 2003 on the matter of cat licensing.

New Business:


Arlan McMullen from the Clark County Juvenile Court was present to thank the Town for their participation in the Restorative Community Service program.  Arlan presented some posters, depicting one of the Yacolt projects through the program, to the Town.


Laura Van Tassell requested permission to use Town Hall as a site for a low-cost rabies vaccination clinic.  There was a discussion on the request.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to have the Clerk/Treasurer check with Municipal Research Services Center about the matter and report back at the December 1, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #380.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to adopt Resolution #380 – Authorizing A One Percent (1%) Increase In The Regular Property Tax Levy.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the October, 2003 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Case to approve warrants #9078 through #9093 as follows:  Current Expense - $8,119.68; Fire Department - $6,890.35; Parks Department - $24.88; City Street - $1,453.58; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $5.00.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson adjourned the meeting to an executive session on the matter of the personnel at 8:29 p.m.  There was no action taken on the matter.


Mayor Robertson reconvened to the regular Council session at 8:45 p.m


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:46 p.m.
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
