September 15, 2003

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on September 15, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Tindall-Ellis, Case, Messer, and Mason.  Councilmember Smith was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Case, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to approve the minutes of the September 2, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.


Old Business:

Commander Rusty Warren of the Clark County Sheriff’s Office was present to introduce himself to the Council.  Rusty is the new Central Precinct Commander.  Councilmember Tindall-Ellis asked about the number and types of calls the Sheriff’s Office responds to for Yacolt.  Rusty will provide this information to the Clerk/Treasurer so it can be forwarded to the Councilmembers. 


There was a discussion on Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) projects for the 2004 Funding Cycle.  The Council expressed a desire to select Hubbard Avenue as the primary project with Blackmore Avenue as the alternate project.  The Clerk/Treasurer will advertise for the second public hearing to be held at the October 6, 2003 meeting.  


New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Seppala Homes.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Mason to approve the construction of a house and garage at 401 N. Pine Avenue provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Ben Seppala obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a request by Denise Rotellini to use a recreational vehicle as living quarters on her property at 107 N. Pine Avenue.  Denise was not present at the meeting.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Messer to table the matter until Denise is able to attend a Council meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a request to keep chickens presented for Scott and Eileen Smith.  Scott and Eileen did not submit a site plan.  There was a motion by Case to deny Scott and Eileen Smith’s request to keep chickens.  The motion died for lack of a second.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to table Scott and Eileen Smith’s request to keep chickens until Scott and Eileen submit a site plan.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the bulletin board in Town Hall.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Case to develop a written policy or prepare an ordinance detailing what can and cannot be posted on the bulletin board in Town Hall.  Motion Carried. 


A workshop was scheduled for Wednesday, September 17, 2003 to review the septic system survey and ports/risers installation program, and school impact fees.


Mayor Robertson requested that the new accumulation of junk vehicles at 204 E. Twin Falls Street be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the matter.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Mason to monitor the situation very closely and take any necessary action as quickly as possible.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson requested that a probable nuisance violation at 114 E. Jones Street be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the matter.  The initial letter requesting voluntary abatement will be sent with an update on the situation to be provided at the October 6, 2003 meeting.


There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Messer to accept the August, 2003 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson informed the Council that the new covered picnic area in the Town Park is almost completed.


There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #8987 through #9001 as follows:  Current Expense - $4,133.60; Fire Department - $245.63; Parks Department - $35.20; City Street - $2,877.19; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $10.00.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
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
