The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on January 7, 2008, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Warren was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Madler, Holyk, Marbut, Weldon, and Hancock.  There were visitors present.

The oath of office for Councilmember Cindy Marbut was administered by the Deputy Clerk.

There was a motion by Marbut, seconded by Madler to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2007 meeting.  Motion Carried. 

Jim Egly was present to express concerns about the Clerk/Treasurer working while on paid administrative leave.

Old Business:

Christopher Driggins, from NW Bird Rescue, presented a contact list for the Mayor and Town Council.  The list contains nationwide Monk Parakeet/Quaker Parrot professional contacts.  Christopher also submitted a list of property owners in Yacolt who have expressed an interest in allowing nesting platforms to be installed on their property.  Linda MacCoy from the Avian Professional League also spoke.  Matt Rossell from In Defense of Animals mentioned that Quakers do not belong in Washington and shared information about a program that replaces Quaker eggs with ceramic ones.  A workshop on the matter of Monk Parakeets/Quaker Parrots was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on Monday, January 28, 2008.
New Business:

The Town Council reviewed the Environmental Checklist for the Townley Short Plat. The Deputy Clerk will proceed with the next phase of the application process.    
There was a discussion on the proposed Interlocal Agreement with Clark County for Building Services.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Marbut to authorize the Mayor to sign the Interlocal Agreement with Clark County for Building Services. Motion Carried. 
There was a discussion on designating a Mayor Pro Tem.  There was a motion by Madler, seconded by Hancock to designate Councilmember Cindy Marbut as Mayor Pro Tem until June 30, 2008.  Motion Carried.
Mayor Warren informed the Council that Councilmember Holyk will be taking a web design class and will be developing the Town’s website.
 There was a motion by Marbut, seconded by Holyk to approve warrants #11106 through #11129 as follows:  Current Expense - $8,723.48; City Street - $6,013.63; Cemetery - $221.77; and Stormwater - $887.06.  Motion Carried.
