A.  Presentation: Update on Columbia River Project & C-Tran
           Jeff Hamm, Executive Director of C-Tran
Also, in attendance: Ron Anderson (Columbia River Project/C-Tran).  Jeff informed the Town Council of the current logo & color scheme on C-Tran busses, twenty-two diesel hybrids, the opening of the Stockford Village Transit Mall at 99th. Street, & the #47 route that services Yacolt.
