CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
Councilor, Marbut stated that our Governor will be closing Larch Correction next year in order to balance the budget. The first phase will in April & the final phase in June, 2010.  I think it would be a good idea for municipalities to send a letter showing support for not closing the facility.  The inmates have been a huge help doing jobs around town.  A motion was made by Councilor, Marbut to draft a letter to the Governor & second by Councilor, Madler.

A.  Sewer Facility Presentation: Travis Tormenen, Kennedy & Jenks
In attendance with Travis were John Peterson, General Manager for Clark Regional Wastewater District & Neil Kimsey, Commissioner and President of the Board for Clark Regional Wastewater District. Travis brought potential funding sources for the next step in developing a sewer facility in Yacolt. 2009 was the first step in the development of a General Sewer Plan. This was made possible by a loan of $100,000.00 through The Public Works Trust Fund. This last year the Citizens' Committee agreed to go the next step towards a sewer system. $400,000.00 was earmarked (out of $4 million for Clark County) for Yacolt out of a bill sponsored by Senator, Joe Zarrelli. Mayor: Told the Council that this project does have a shelf life & can be tweaked again while waiting for all steps to be completed.
