A. North Clark Little League Presentation for Park Remodel:
     Nick Lazzaretto, President & Loren Boespflug, Vice-President
Discussion:  Nick Lazzaretto said that improvements will be made to the Little League Park for the future of the field. The snack shack will be remodeled to handle more games.  The League will invest approx. $10,000.00 per year.  Loren told the Council that the projects will be done in phases.  The snack shack will be turned toward the small field & moved approx. 40' back from its' current location. This will bring more money to both the Little League & local businesses. The Mayor said that the town will review the Little League lease.  Councilmember, Madler stated that more league play would be great for the community.  Loren said that Olson Engineering will be doing the work including raising the fence to 6'.  Nick said more Town funds & the investments from the Little League would help to secure all monies allocated to the Park.  The well will be de-commissioned by (CPU) & this will make the field a little larger.  The Mayor asked that the Little League keep us updated & thanked them for their time.

C.  Clark Count Arts Commission Proposal:  Laurel Whitehurst, Arts Supporter
Laurel wants to encourage creativity within Clark County.  She said that an average of 12,000 new people arrive yearly to make Clark County their home.  Many people are employed in the arts & an Art Commission function is to enrich all our lives. Schools are cutting art & that makes it more important to maintain art within the community.  Fundraising & a website are to be achieved in September.  Mayor: What step are the County Commissioner taking on the issue of an Art Commission?  Laurel: I will need to do a survey of local artists & get back to the Commissioners.  Councilmember, Hancock stated that lots of theatres are closing in the area.
Laurel: yes, they are but with local support the arts can thrive.
