CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
*Resident, Gary Walker said that no public input has been brought before the Towns' residents & he thinks that this process should be done before the Council makes a decision on continuing the Sewer Facility Plan. Mayor Warren said that the Facility Plan could be done due to the accelerated timelines given through the Economic Stimulus Package.  Gary Walker: The public still needs to know now.  Councilor Marbut: The decision to move forward on the Facility Plan is not going to be made tonight. The Mayor & Council thanked Gary Walker for approaching the Council on this important issue.
*Resident, Ed Huffman told the Council that he might have to tear down the building he owns next to the shopping center. This building is currently being used by the Martial Arts, wrestling, & others. Ed is requesting help from the Town with the removal of the building. Perhaps he could gift the building to the Town & the Town could move it to another Town-owned property.  Mayor Warren said the idea shows merit & may be worth discussing with staff.  He will meet with Pete Roberts, P/W Director, to discuss options.  After that he will bring back some ideas to Council.  Pete will check on codes with the County.

A.  Growth Management Plan Update: Pete Roberts, P/W Director
Discussion: Rod Orlando is concerned about the Town's Growth Management Plan that is due in 2011. The Town could hire someone to work on this & we can get Clark County assistance with an inter-local agreement. The new extension date could be as far out as 2014. Councilor: Marbut is against continuing because there is no guarantee on the funding between the actual grant monies & loans. Coucilor: Holyk stated she is against continuing with the funding since this is a small community with lots of residents on fixed incomes & more public hearings should take place. B. American Flag & Flag Pole For New Town Hall:  Tim Wedding, P/W Dept.

Mayor & Council suggested that Tim bring back suggestions & costs to the next meeting.

C. Nitrate Reducing Septic Systems: Pete Roberts, P/W Director

Pete said that there is a 50% increase in nitrates at the south end of the Witt's property. If the Nitrate Reducing Septic Systems should be required in the future then it would cost between $8,500 - $10,000 @. We have an Ordinance in place but we should review & update it. Lot sizes up to 12,500 square feet are in the current Ordinance.
