OLD BUSINESS
A. Public Hearing on Clock Tower Expense for Elevator Project
*Discussion:  Pete Roberts: Since the Town has rec'd an elevator grant I thought we should make it a focal point by adding a clock tower. The clock would be 12' - 14' above the outside elevator & would be an added expense of approx. $7,500 - $10,000. This would need Council approval & we would want to make sure the residents would be heard before the final decision.  Resident, Guy Lewis: Positive things are happening with the Community Board, Web Site, general sewer plan, $400 to monitor our wells, the water feature at the Park...we are showing progress & the clock tower would enhance the building. Resident, Pattie Benge: My husband & I have lived here more than 25 years & we appreciate all that the Town Council, Mayor, & staff have been doing recently. I was with the understanding that the elevator would be glass on the outside. Council: Believed it to be left to match the design of the outside building. Pattie: Let's make the clock tower stand out if we are going to spend the money. These examples are just too plain. Pete Roberts: I spoke with the architect & he said it would be 5 times the cost if it were to be glass. That would be about $1 million. Pattie left other pictures of clock towers with the Council. Resident, Jeff Carouthers: Let's make sure the clock tower ties in with the history of the town & the railroad. Councilmember, Weldon: Most clocks in other towns are not functioning ones. We do not need to inherit problems like this. Other residents including Laralee Kunkel (will this expense raise our taxes?? Answer from Council: No) & Cyril Young (Need more volunteers to keep moving forward & I will be volunteering this year, too). Fundraisers were also mentioned to help defray the cost & for future 
maintenance & operation of the clock tower. Mayor: We will bring this back at our next meeting on the third Monday in July. There will not be a meeting on July 5th.

*Discussion: This property is located at 415 Humphrey Street. We sold the house & kept 4 acres but the acreage is undevelopable & is located on the South side of Humphrey. I leave it to the City of Yacolt to determine use of the property. In theory it might be considered "land-locked" & we are willing to sell it.  Weldon: What is your price? Steve: I am a realtor & we owe $83,000 & we would like to get a fair market price..maybe $10,000 over that. Weldon: Would you consider donating it to the Town for a tax write-off? Steve: Not in these economical times. 2 acres could be a park w/the creek running through the parcel and is considered in a flood plain. We have spent 5 years looking into uses for the property & my partner, Janet Sipes & I have decided to sell it. Maybe the Town Council could have a vision for the future growth that would include the property. Mayor: Do you have a timeline? Steve: Take as much time as you need, at least a reasonable amount of time would be great. The Mayor & Council thanked him for his time & will look further into this proposal.
