A. Request for Building Permit: Kevin & Candice Schlecht, 114 E. Jones
Discussion:  Mayor: Initially, when this was approved & since this is a sub-standard lot we had concerns about the existing drain field being in the front yard. Holyk:  If we let this to be allowed then we will have to deal with each sub-standard lot. Will this be a temporary shed? Kevin: Yes, it has a gravel base. I was told by the Clerk that Pete would look at the site & if he had any questions he would call. Since we did not hear back from Pete & this goes back to April, we built the 10' X 10' shed. Weldon: The building will not interfere with your drain field, as I understand it. I don't have any objections to it.

B. Elevator Architect Selection for Professional Service Agreement: Pete Roberts, P/W
*Discussion: A panel was assembled that included Kelly Uhacz, Rod Orlando, & Clark Public Utility & used a scoring process to select a firm. Karl Johansen in Battle Ground was awarded the project. Pete: Karl had some creative ideas such as a clock tower that could be built on top of the elevator. We can't use any money outside of the grant so this money that would have to come out of the Town's budget. Karl could do a drawing for about $1,900 which would be non-refundable if we chose not to do the clock tower. The Clock Tower would be $5,000 - $10,000 extra. Madler: I think this should be presented to the public. Holyk: I am concerned about the spending for this out of the taxpayers' money. Weldon: We should evaluate this before we decide.  Pete: We would need to decide this addition before the elevator begins. Let's put this information on the website.

C. Yacolt Foursquare Church" Yacolt Extreme Makeover": Jodie Rice, Executive Pastor
Discussion:  Jodie: We would like to hold a spaghetti feed for a fundraiser. The house needs to come down & a new one is $10,000- $15,000. Mayor: As long as you go through the permitting process & single wide mobile homes are no longer allowed. They will need a double-wide. Marbut: More than one fundraiser will be required for all you want to do for the Lindermans'. Lynne will put information that you give her on our website & the Community Board. She will also give you a mailing list for your mailers. Pattie Benge: The shop & decks might be too much to ask the community to give right now & I think the main thing is to get a decent house & carport & ramp right now. My church is willing to help.  Marbut: I agree that the main focal point should be the immediate living arrangements. The use of a container on the property already has a conditional use permit & it is not to be a permanent structure. The Mayor & council thanked her for the information.

D. Town Park  Signs  For Council Approval:  Pete Roberts, P/W Director

Discussion: Holyk: Why do we need different rules for the skate park & tennis court? Mayor: We have a general set of rules for the entire Park & will need separate rules for the tennis court & for skateboarders. Pete: The security system is in already. The signs will be paid with a grant ($1,400) that we received through The Clark County Parks Foundation.  Holyk: Do the kids bring their own ramps or do we supply them? Mayor: This is a hard surface play area that will allow rollerblades & skateboards. Our intention is to include equipment with our own money. If the kids abuse the area then we can remove the skateboard equipment without losing the CDBG grant money. Jodie Rice: Battle Ground's Skateboard Park is certainly not a win situation.
