   D.  Inter-local Agreement for County-Wide Shoreline Management Planning:
        Rod Orlando
Rod informed the Council that in 2004 WA State Dept. of Ecology required a County-wide Shoreline Planning. Discussion: Holyk, How does this effect us since we do not have shorelines within the town? Rod: It doesn't right now, but in the future it probably will i.e. Cedar Creek, Yacolt Creek..all lie within a 1 to 1 1/2 miles radius of the town's limits.  If the town continues with the sewer system project, then a connection with a shoreline is inevitable.  If Yacolt leaves this plan with the County & shows no voice during the planning stages then the Town will not have a voice later. Rod attends all meetings representing the Town & he encourages the Town to sign this Inter-local Agreement.  

Discussion:  Council  "Thanked" Rod for his continued service to the Town & decided to review the Inter-local Agreement & to have it placed back on the May 18th. agenda.
