LATE CHANGES TO THE AGENDA

CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
Resident Debbie Loy brought a "Petition for a New Sidewalk Revision Plan" before the Council & signed by twenty residents. They disagree with the current sidewalk plan for W. Humphrey Street. Is it possible to re-position this project & not take out so much of the easement? I have talked with the Assessors Office & was told that there has not been a survey on this street since the 1970's.  Paul Tester, Public Works, said to check with GIS in Clark County for property lines through survey.
Don Proffitt, resident, said a sidewalk should be set with a curb. This project does match with Railroad Avenue.
Rod Orlando writes grants for the town & said that Aug. 20th, 2007, Sept. 17th & Oct. 15th, 2007 the project was open to public hearings. Documents were $80,000.00 in Federal monies & some town obligations.

Councilmember, Marbut: The grant was to tie in with the Town Park, south side of Humphrey. West side of Blackmore at the Park. 
Patty Benge, resident, asked if the sewer would undo all the work being done now. Paul responded: no it would not.
A resident asked if a letter from John Duncan from Gibbs & Olson, Inc. be made available to the public concerning the sidewalk location. If feasible, could an adjustment to the alignment be made after-the-fact? 

The Mayor responded: Yes, we will look into the changes requested. The Mayor & Council thanked the citizens for expressing their concerns.

        B.  2009 CDBG: Update from the Mayor
Board recommendations for current projects will reflect changes on scoring for 2010, i.e. there will be more matching funds & in-kind assistance. More even planning for all of the communities. Bid opening for the Ranck & Humphrey was awarded to Rotchy, Inc. & was fully funded (including engineering costs) by CDBG.

Rod Orlando stated that this conference is essential for Pete Roberts, Public Works Director, to attend. Latest changes to pollution control, waste water issues, & infra-structure are detailed at this conference.  Lynne Oldham, Town Clerk, stated the cost would be approx. $550.00.  AWC awarded the Town a $100.00 scholarship toward the conference fee. Councilmember: Weldon suggested Pete take the Town's vehicle. Pete said he would comply with Council's suggestion.

        B.  Resident:  Rueben Stephenson
Rueben Stephenson wants to develop land within the town's limits. He has offered to pay the neighbor's, Brad & Sheena, $50,000.00 for 15 feet of their driveway easement. He would like to build 8 - 12 homes on his four acre property.  This would benefit the Town for future business. Needs a 30 foot right-of-way for driveway entrance.  Open discussion followed.  Mayor reminded Rueben that the Town Council is the governing body for all development & that the Town encourages development and growth. Councilmember: Marbut said the Council needed more options for review and an application process with guidelines.  Rueben said he would submit another application to the Town.
