CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
Resident, Debbie Loy, expressed concerns for additional rock to be placed on top of the dirt between the street & the sidewalks down by her neighbors' (Don Proffitt) property. Paul Tester, Public Works, said this area would be hydro-seeded at the end of the job. Resident, Don Proffitt, said he would be willing to pay for additional gravel if the Town would lay it. The Mayor suggested that until the sidewalk area is settled the Town would put down straw & then the hydro-seeding to assist in the drainage problems.  Ron Madler, Council Member, stated that the contractors need to review this drainage concern before the project is complete. This sidewalk project should be complete in approx. two weeks.

Public hearing: Resident, Debbie Loy, suggested a skateboard park or something added to the Town Park that would accommodate the 9 - 14 (age group) skateboarders. After discussion it was agreed to improve the current Town Park by including a hard surface (to be utilized by skate boarders), tennis court, new playground equipment (to be decided later) & up-dating the basketball court area.

C.  Spencer's Consulting:  Presentation by John Spencer
Proposal to be presented for consulting services for the Town of Yacolt.  John Spencer stated he is a "manager for hire"/"on-call to the Mayor".  His office is in Washougal, WA & his services are $75.00 per hour with an additional $50.00 per hour for travel expenses.  He is available for a minimum of twenty hours per month & a contract that does not require a minimum monthly project.  He would work on a "per project" guideline. Upon review of the 2008 budget: he noticed that the Town has money that they are not aware of & he could assist Public Works in the licensing area updating.  Asked by Councilman, Weldon, for an example of his work: Mr. Spencer stated that in Gig Harbor, WA he worked on a project that was projected to complete in fifty hours but in fact, went over estimation by twenty-three hours & he could only bill for the agreed upon hours. Councilman, Weldon, asked for a proposal to be sent to the Council for further review & Mr. Spencer agreed to send the information via E-mail to the Town Clerk, Lynne Oldham.
