CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
Resident, Don Proffitt, asked if the Town could do something about the water accumulation on Humphrey.  Councilor, Holyk, asked if Mr. Proffitt thought this was due to the construction.  No, it may be because the top of the sidewalk & the street do not meet properly. Councilor, Madler, asked Public Works Director, Pete Roberts, "Why doesn't it drain right & how can we fix this."  Pete said the Town could construct a French Drain to solve the problem. At a cost of approx. $150.00 for materials & P/W Dept. time. After discussion the Town Council told Pete to install the French Drain.

    A. Appraisal of property on Christy Street: Possible donation to Town
This was moved back on the agenda for a formal vote since it was passed inside a Public Works Report during April 6th. Council meeting.  Discussion: To allow Pete Roberts, Public Works Director, to order & spend approx. $325 for an appraisal on the Christy Street property.  This appraisal will give the owners a fair market tax write-off if they donate the property to the Town.

     B. Building Permit for Greenhouse: Roxanna Logsdon, 513 W. Christy Street
This is a temporary structure, 12' X 14'.  Frank Logsdon told Council members that the structure could be taken down at a moments notice & would be maintained be he & his wife.  Discussion: The Council members mentioned the right-of-way issues that could occur later on down the road if this is granted. Holyk & Marbut: If we allow one resident to occupy a right-of-way then this would open it to the public.  Madler:  A greenhouse is certainly a good idea but the use of our right-of-ways should still be considered.  Hancock: Under restricted conditions I would give permission to allow. Pete Roberts, P/W Director, asked who would be responsible for the care of the property while the greenhouse is on it. Mr. Logsdon said he has mowed the area in the past & would continue to do so if granted permission to use the property. Weldon: Let's review this on a year to year basis. Pete will talk with neighbors concerning dumping waste.

     A. Request for speed bump to be placed on E. Hoag: Trent Wiest, S. Alder Ave.
Trent Wiest & his family have lived in Yacolt since 2006 in the Rockford Addition.  They walk & jog, especially on E. Hoag towards the MCI/Verizon area.  Cars are doing more than the speed limit & for the safety of the residents would the town consideration for placing speed bumps on this road. Are we waiting for a child to get hurt before we address the issues? Discussion: Madler, suggested that we have the Police talk to Verizon re: speeding & asked Pete Roberts, P/W, to send a letter to Verizon addressing Mr. Wiest's concerns. On a separate item: Trent Wiest said he hopes the Council is aware of the home that is owned by a bank & is, at times, in need of mowing, etc.. He takes care of the outside property just because it makes the rest of the neighborhood look bad.  Perhaps its' time to review our Nuisance Ordinance.  The town will spray & bark dust the right-of-way area.
