    A. Animal Control Contract:  Update by Mayor, Joe Warren

     A. CDBG (Community Development Block Grant):  Mayor, Joe Warren
The Mayor was able to join the CDBG Bus Tour, Feb. 26th., and visited all the projects in Clark

County.  He was pleased to announce that our Town Park Project tied for second place. We will be eligible for a grant in the amount of $109,300.00.

    B. Maintenance of Town Easement to Water Storage Tanks:  Guy Lewis
At the end of Cushman & Jones there is an easement area that needs additional rock in order for the water to remain off the road.  Paving this area is approx. $30,000.00.  If the Town could pay for about 10 loads of rock..that should elevate the problem.  Pete Roberts, Public Works Director, agreed to grate it.  The Mayor & Council asked Pete to return with an approx. cost.

   C. North Clark Little League re: Tree Removal & Fence alignment: Loren Boesflug 
Loren Boesflug, Vice-President, of the North Clark Little League, wants permission to remove two (2)

large Douglas Fir trees by the Maintenance Shed.  Rodney Mattson would remove/cut/sell the wood at auction. The proceeds to benefit the North Clark Little League. Mayor, Joe Warren, said for every tree removed..two will be planted. The Town could plant the trees after the trees are cut down.  Councilor, Marbut asked that Little League carry the liability insurance needed during the cutting & splitting of the wood. Loren said they would.  As to the fence alignment: they propose to take the gate all the way to the road.  The Fire Dept. & Town would use the "Ox-Box Lock" to enter. All agreed the re-alignment of the gate was a good idea.
