        A. Kennedy & Jenks: General Sewer Plan
Update by Chuck McDonald (Kennedy & Jenks):  Chuck presented the Mayor & Council with the draft copies of the "Yacolt General Sewer Plan" as prepared by Kennedy & Jenks Consultants.  This is an approximately $14 million project.  SEPA checklist is included with the Ecology Dept. and Fish First reporting their finds within a ninety-day comment period.  Approval by the Council is needed if the Town decides to move forward on this project. Mayor: the initial plan calls for zero dollars removed from our reserve funds. The Facility Plans Funding, as described by Senator Joe Zarelli's proposal, is not set in stone. So the next step still depends on the funding element.  Councilor: Weldon asked how long from planning to the building completion.  Chuck: about two years. So all we need now is Council approval.
