CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
 *Resident, Pattie Benge, told the Council that on Sat., Oct. 2nd around 6:45 PM she noticed a group of teenagers (between 16 - 17) smoking in a wooded area across the street of the Town Park. She went to talk to the kids & they ran away. She could smell pot & since it has been very dry I was concerned about  a fire starting that would endanger lots of homes..including mine. I called 

9-1-1 & mentioned it was a non-emergency. The officer said that since the kids ran away that I should take my concerns to the Mayor & Town Council. I asked to talk to Deputy Gosh & was told that he no longer worked in Yacolt.  Pattie asked Pete Roberts if the security cameras installed in the Park could reach across the street. Pete: No, they do not. Marbut: Can we notify  the deputies about this when they are in town? Lynne: Yes.  Weldon: I know that Deputy Bylsma is aware of this. Jeff Carouthers, resident, said that on Friday night (7:30 PM) deputies were looking for some kids. Holyk: The Sherriff's office tells us to call 9-1-1 & then we don't get results. Maybe, we should all request an officer to call us back when we report something. Weldon:  Lynne would you pls. check about Deputy Gosh & report back.
