F. Jazz Festival Town Park- Dave Ayers 
Dave addressed the council asking permission to hold a 2nd annual Jazz Festival in the Town Park. He had been convinced to help put this event together by councilor Gerhardt who would be assisting in the preparations for the event. There was discussion of date and time. Sept 7th from 3-7 pm will be the event. All council members approved the event. 
Attorney Report
David updated the council on the lean the Town holds on the Hardin property, it was about to expire so he re-filed the lean. It is in effect for 10 yrs totally about $37,000.00. He gave a report on the most recent developments with the litigation with the State Auditor, as expected they have petitioned the court for dismissal, citing the SLAP statute and immunity. David noted that this will be an important test and the consequences surrounding the upcoming court date of Sept. 6, 2013 @ 10:30 am. Councilor Myers stated that the SLAP only applies to citizen protection not government to government. David stated that after the hearing we should hear something within 7 days if it is not postponed. 
Mayor Comments:

Mayor explained to council that the bathrooms at the park now had timed locks on them, since the installation vandalism has been reduced. Previously there were lots of damages being done. He congratulated the Clerk Treasurer Cindy Marbut for receiving her CMC certification designation. He expressed to the council her hard work to attain this goal. He read an email he had received from WMCA congratulating the Town for their support of her and her achievement. 
There was discussion on National Night out event.  The mayor reminded council the true meaning of the event and then asked council if this year due to costs we could select one type of food instead of both burgers and hot dogs. Clerk stated they had received donations of 180 dogs and buns via Dave Ayers. There was discussion on drinks and other potential donations for the event. Council was asked to arrive at park by no later than 5:30 for preparation of the event starting at 6 pm. Clerk stated she had spoke to the local Sheriff Dept and they would provide what- ever representation they could since it was a busy time for them and they are short staffed due to the local fair in progress at that time.

Pete advised the council that the project for surfacing R.R. Ave would probably be moved up from Oct to end of July early August. 

Clerk Treasurer:

Cindy advised that it was time to change the finance committee to rotate a new person on and Dave Hancock off, motion was made by Councilor Urias to put Councilor Karl on committee and second made by Councilor Hancock, motion passed

Mayor Pro tem also needed to be rotated motion made by Councilor Karl to appoint Councilor Hancock as Mayor Pro Tem, second made by Councilor Myers, motion passed. 

Cindy notified council that the Town had received interest earnings of $ 2106.71 and that they had budget position in front of them.
