The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on January 6, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Tindall-Ellis, Case, Messer, and Mason.  Councilmember Smith was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Case, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2002 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.    


Old Business:


There was a discussion on the nuisance violations.  There was a motion by Messer, seconded by Case to have the Town Attorney proceed with all of the cases except 206 W. Yacolt Road and to utilize staff to serve the appropriate papers.  Motion Carried.  


New Business:


Rod Hazen was present to discuss the nuisance violations at 206 W. Yacolt Road.  There was a lengthy discussion on the matter.  The Council acknowledged the work already done and requested Rod to maintain on a regular basis the following:  (1) weed control; (2) graffiti removal (blacking out only the graffiti is not sufficient); and (3) securing the attractive nuisance caused by unused equipment and other materials.  The Council will review progress on these items at the April 7, 2003 meeting.

Mayor Robertson informed the Council of some cable television wires that need to be transferred to new utility poles.  The Public Works Supervisor and the Mayor have been trying to get J&N Cable Systems to accomplish this for several months.  The Clerk/Treasurer will research the cable television franchise agreement and the matter will be on the agenda for the January 21, 2003 meeting.

There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Case to approve warrants #8628 and #8639 through #8652 as follows:  Current Expense - $3,056.13; Fire Department - $196.63; Parks Department - $23.62; City Street - $1,464.03; Cemetery - $39.34; and Stormwater - $157.53.  Motion Carried.
