August 2, 2004

Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on August 2, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Citizen Barb Kinkade asked how often the weed eating is done in the public right-of-way areas.  The Public Works Supervisor informed Barb that the flat mowing is usually completed throughout town first and then the weed eating is done.  Barb also asked about planning ahead for help with the fireworks display for 2005.  Councilmember Stewart suggested that Barb should contact the Yacolt Citizens’ Committee.
Old Business:


There was a discussion on Ordinance #435.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to adopt Ordinance #435 – Relating To Traffic Calming Devices.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Silver Star Homes.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to approve the construction of a 1,613 square foot house with attached garage on Lot 25 of Yacolt Acre Tracts provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Roger obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


A workshop on Section 15 of Ordinance #383 was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on Monday, August 23, 2004. 


There was a discussion on scheduling a field trip to view the membrane wastewater treatment facility.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to postpone any further action on the matter until Michael Monen has provided a written description of the proposed development and a written description of the proposed wastewater treatment facility.  Motion Carried.

There was a discussion on a proposal from The Resource Company Inc. to update the Town’s critical lands ordinance to reflect best available science. There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Smith to accept the proposal from The Resource Company Inc. to update the Town’s critical lands ordinance to reflect best available science.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise.  Councilmember Smith has contacted AT&T/Comcast about offering cable television service in Yacolt.  


New Business:

There was a building permit application presented for Tall Man’s Saloon.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve the installation of a Type I exhaust hood system at 105 W. Yacolt Road provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Gary obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.  


There was a building permit application presented for Battle Ground Public Schools.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Warren to approve the replacement of heat pumps with fan coil air handling units in four classrooms at 406 W. Yacolt Road provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Battle Ground Public Schools obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.  


Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.

There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9407 through #9429 as follows:  Current Expense - $5,239.61; Fire Department - $707.21; Parks Department - $112.42; City Street - $6,456.15; Cemetery - $265.68; and Stormwater - $741.41.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
