April 5, 2004

Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on April 5, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  Councilmember Tindall-Ellis was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the minutes of the March 15, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.

Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matter of Ordinance #430 – Relating To Cat License Requirements. 

There was no input from the public on the matter.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise agreement.  John Kusky presented a proposed cable television franchise agreement.  The Clerk/Treasurer will get copies of the previous cable television franchise agreement for comparison purposes.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to have the matter back on the agenda for the April 19, 2004 meeting.

There was a discussion on Ordinance #430.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to adopt Ordinance #430 – Relating To Cat License Requirements.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the wastewater treatment plant proposal.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Smith to invite representatives of International Building Code Consultants Inc. and Treatment Equipment Company to attend the April 19, 2004 meeting to present more information about the proposal.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #383.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to adopt Resolution #383 – Adopting The Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on traffic calming devices.  The Public Works Supervisor will obtain cost information on new portable traffic calming devices.


The Mayor requested that the matter of the skate park be added to the agenda.  The representatives of the skate park committee asked if the skate park could be incorporated into the Town Park.  The Council responded this is not an option.  There was a discussion on the Town’s property located north of the Tee Ball field.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Stewart to get a cost for having the property surveyed.  Motion Carried.  Councilmember Weldon commented that some vacant property at the west end of Christy Street may be available to use for the skate park.  The property has been designated as a wetland.  Representatives of the skate park committee will check with Clark County about possible uses for the property.

New Business:


There was a discussion on Resolution #384.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to adopt Resolution #384 – Proclaiming The Week Of April 12 Through April 18 As 2004 National Community Development Week.  Motion Carried.  


There was a building permit application presented for Seppala Homes.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to deny the building permit application for Seppala Homes at 506 E. Yacolt Road since the site plan does not meet setback requirements.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Seppala Homes.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to deny the building permit application for Seppala Homes at 508 E. Yacolt Road since the site plan does not meet setback requirements.  Motion Carried.

There was a request by Debra Smith to use a recreational vehicle as sleeping quarters on her property at 501 E. Jones Street.  There was a discussion on the request.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve the use of a recreational vehicle as sleeping quarters, with an electrical hookup only, through June 30, 2004.  Motion Carried with Councilmember Smith abstaining from the voting.


Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9255 through #9284 as follows:  Current Expense - $8,458.06; Fire Department - $1,247.52; City Street - $5,829.19; Cemetery - $185.33; and Stormwater - $741.41.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
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
