March 15, 2004

West Commons Area

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on March 15, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Tindall-Ellis, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to approve the minutes of the March 1, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.   


Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update, Ordinance #431 – Establishing An Onsite Wastewater Disposal System Inspection Program, and Ordinance #432 – Amending Sections 2 and 5 of Ordinance #371 To Allow A Low-cost Animal Vaccination Clinic As A Conditional Use In The Commercial Districts. 

Citizen Gary Walker asked if the Onsite Wastewater Disposal System Inspection Program is included in the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  Councilmember Smith informed Gary that it is.  Citizens Patty Benge, Linda Brooks, Pam Diefel, Barb Kinkade, Judy Sund, and Karl Taylor voiced concerns about the Onsite Wastewater Disposal System Inspection Program.  The Council informed the citizens that much thought and deliberation went into establishing the program.  Citizen Barb Kinkade asked if an applicant wishing to hold a low-cost vaccination clinic would have to pay the $250 application fee each time a clinic is held.  The Clerk/Treasurer informed Barb that the $250 application fee is paid only once.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

There was a discussion on the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to adopt the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Ordinance #431.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to adopt Ordinance #431 – Establishing An Onsite Wastewater Disposal System Inspection Plan.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Ordinance #432.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Weldon to adopt Ordinance #432 – Amending Sections 2 and 5 of Ordinance #371 To Allow A Low-cost Animal Vaccination Clinic As A Conditional Use In The Commercial Districts.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #430.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Mason to advertise for a public hearing on Ordinance #430 at the April 5, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise.  The Town Council will hold a public forum at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, March 29, 2004 in the West Commons Area at Yacolt Primary School.


There was a discussion on vandalism in the Town Park.  Councilmember Stewart will be meeting with a surveillance equipment vendor at 9:00 a.m. on March 17, 2004.


There was a discussion on traffic calming devices.  The Mayor, the Public Works Supervisor, and any available Councilmembers will be looking at traffic calming devices used by the City of Washougal at 12:00 p.m. on March 17, 2004.


There was a discussion the community center conceptual plan.  The Town Council will hold a public forum at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, March 29, 2004 in the West Commons Area at Yacolt Primary School.


The Public Works Supervisor shared information about the crosswalks previously requested by the Town Council.  There is no sidewalk for pedestrian traffic at the intersection of Railroad Avenue and Jones Street.  There is a drainage ditch between the sidewalk and the edge of the pavement at the intersection of North Blackmore Avenue and West Yacolt Road.  There is already a crosswalk marked at the intersection of North Amboy Avenue and West Christy Street.  

There was a discussion on the real estate acquisition at 201 E. Jones Street.  The Public Works Supervisor has been in contact with Clark Public Utilities about the tree removal.


The Clerk/Treasurer informed the Town Council that there are no funds in the 2004 budget to acquire picnic tables for the ball field complex.

New Business:


Michael Monen of International Building Code Consultants Inc. briefly described a specific sewage treatment facility he feels would serve the Town of Yacolt and requested an opportunity to meet with the Town Council in a workshop session.  A workshop was scheduled for 7:00 p.m. on Friday, March 26, 2004 in the Council Chambers at Town Hall. 


There was a building permit application presented for Joe Warren.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Stewart to approve the construction of a 600 square foot shop at 302 N. Cedar Avenue provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Joe obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.
There was a building permit application presented for Harry Branch.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the construction of a 1,080 square foot house at 407 W. Yacolt Road provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Harry obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for North Clark Little League.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Stewart to approve an electrical permit for 202 W. Christy Falls Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that North Clark Little League obtains the appropriate permits from Dept. of Labor & Industries and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Weldon to accept the February, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson informed the Council that we received partial funding from the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program for the Blackmore Avenue Street project.      


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9242 through #9254 as follows:  Current Expense - $8,506.19; Fire Department - $2,538.00; Parks Department - $66.16; City Street - $8,493.57; Cemetery - $2,182.73; and Stormwater - $1,455.00.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
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
