Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on March 1, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Tindall-Ellis, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to approve the minutes of the February 17, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Citizen Bea Cherry asked if a schedule of the regular Town Council meetings could be made available.  The Clerk/Treasurer will post a schedule of the regular Town Council meetings.  Citizen Brian Paris asked about progress on the matter of traffic calming devices.  The Mayor informed Brian the item was on the agenda.  Citizen Betty Moehnke commented on the effect traffic calming devices can have on emergency response times.

Old Business:


There was a discussion on the nuisance violation at 503 N. Pine Avenue.  The Mayor will contact the property owner to request his presence at a Town Council meeting.


There was a discussion on how to respond to the questions and comments on the community center conceptual plan.  The matter will be reviewed at a workshop already scheduled for 7:00 p.m. on March 8, 2004.


There was a discussion on acquiring picnic tables for the ball field complex.  The Clerk/Treasurer is still waiting for a price quote.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Stewart to table the matter until the Clerk/Treasurer has price information available.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #431.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to advertise for a public hearing on Ordinance #431 at the March 15, 2004 meeting and to hold the meeting at Yacolt Primary School, if possible.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on traffic calming devices.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to table the matter until the March 15, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to advertise for a public hearing on the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update at the March 15, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.

New Business:


There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #432.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to advertise for a public hearing on Ordinance #432 at the March 15, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


There was a discussion on crosswalks.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Mason to have crosswalks marked at the intersection of Railroad Avenue and Jones Street, at the intersection of North Blackmore Avenue and West Yacolt Road, and at the intersection of North Amboy Avenue and West Christy Street.  Motion Carried.

Jill Caughman and Brian Paris presented their ideas on developing a skate park in Yacolt.  There was a motion by Tindall-Ellis, seconded by Stewart to schedule a workshop on developing a skate park for March 22, 2004 at 7:00 p.m.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9221 through #9241 as follows:  Current Expense - $5,433.20; Fire Department - $1,397.12; City Street - $4,782.32; Cemetery - $185.33; and Stormwater - $741.41.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson adjourned the meeting to an executive session on the matter of the acquisition of real estate at 8:10 p.m.  Councilmember Tindall-Ellis excused herself from the executive session.  There was no action taken on the matter.


Mayor Robertson reconvened to the regular Council session at 8:30 p.m.
