December 6, 2004

Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on December 6, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Weldon was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Mason.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Citizen Michael Foster asked about striping or markings on the recently installed speed humps.  Councilmember Stewart informed Michael that the speed humps will have markings, but the weather has not been suitable for the work to be accomplished.


Mayor Weldon adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of the Abbie’s Acres North subdivision and the Witt’s Farm subdivision.

Pete Roberts commented on stormwater drainage near the Abbie’s Acres North subdivision.  Randy Phillips and Reuel Emery from the Clark County Health Department commented on the onsite septic systems proposed for the Witt’s Farm subdivision.  Mayor Weldon closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:


There was a discussion on the Abbie’s Acres North subdivision application.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to give preliminary plat approval for Abbie’s Acres North subject to all requirements of the Clark County Health Department Development Review Evaluation, Clark County Fire Marshal, Clark Public Utilities, Centurytel, J & N Cable Systems, and the Town of Yacolt being met.  Motion Carried.  


There was a discussion on the Witt’s Farm subdivision application.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Smith to give preliminary plat approval for Witt’s Farm subject to all requirements of the Clark County Health Department Development Review Evaluation, Clark County Fire Marshal, Clark Public Utilities, Centurytel, J & N Cable Systems, and the Town of Yacolt being met.  Motion Carried.  A workshop on Witt’s Farm subdivision was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on December 13, 2004. 


There was a discussion on the public improvements proposed by Ben Seppala for the extension of E. Twin Falls Street.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to authorize the Mayor to sign the mylar for the public improvements associated with the extension of E. Twin Falls Street once Centurytel and J & N Cable Systems have issued work orders for the installation of their respective utilities, and once a performance bond equal to 120% of the value of the improvements has been posted by Ben Seppala.  Motion Carried. 


New Business:


Councilmembers Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Mason interviewed the following candidates for the vacant Town Council position:  Barbra Case and Horace Hopkins.

There was a building permit application presented for Donald Rieman.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the installation of a wood stove at 309 E. Valley Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Donald obtains the appropriate permits from the Clark County Building Department and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Eric Peterson.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to deny the building permit application for tax parcel #066480-000 as submitted.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Eric Peterson.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to deny the building permit application for tax parcel #066485-000 as submitted.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on a news release to be issued by Clark County Solid Waste.  There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Mason to allow the Town of Yacolt to be included in the agencies named in the news release.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Weldon had no comments for the Council.  


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9575 through #9605 as follows:  Current Expense - $8,383.23; Fire Department - $998.42; City Street - $6,628.12; Cemetery - $165.44; and Stormwater - $741.33.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Weldon adjourned the meeting to an executive session at 9:15 p.m.  The executive session was on the matter of evaluating the qualifications of Barbra Case and Horace Hopkins to fill the vacant Town Council position.  There was no action taken on the matter.


Mayor Weldon reconvened to the regular Council session at 9:25 p.m.

Mayor Weldon declared the meeting adjourned at 9:26 p.m.
