November 1, 2004

Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on November 1, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Weldon was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Mason.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the October 18, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Citizen Virgil Wallace expressed an interest in serving on the Town Council.  Councilmember Smith informed Virgil he needs to submit a letter of interest to the Clerk/Treasurer.

Old Business:


There was a discussion on traffic calming devices.  Clark County will proceed with the installation of 14’ speed humps as weather permits.  The speed humps on W. Yacolt Road near the school, on Railroad Avenue, and on N. Amboy Avenue are the highest priorities.    


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise agreement.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to use the cable television franchise agreement proposed by J & N Cable Systems, Inc., provided that the franchise fee will be 3.5% rather than 2%, and further provided that a public hearing on the matter will be held at the November 15, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  

The Public Works Supervisor provided an update on the installation of utilities to serve 505 E. Clark Street and 507 E. Clark Street.  Ben Seppala has made arrangements with Centurytel and J & N Cable Systems Inc. to facilitate installation of the utilities. 


There was a discussion on the Yacolt Skate Park.  The Public Works Supervisor proposed a trade of property for property with Henry Falander.  There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Smith to authorize the Public Works Supervisor and the Town Attorney to present the proposal to Henry Falander.  Motion Carried.

New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Ronette Ellis.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to approve an electrical permit for 201 E. Jones Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Ronette obtains the appropriate permits from Dept. of Labor & Industries and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on tax parcel #066820-000.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to waive the requirement to submit a subdivision application because the previous property owner has indicated that Clark County combined multiple tax parcels in error.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Ordinance #402.  Mayor Weldon will inform all departments of the ordinance and of the need to make sure businesses have obtained a Town of Yacolt business license.


There was a discussion on requiring documentation from utility providers that utilities are installed before building permit applications are issued.  The Clerk/Treasurer and the Public Works Supervisor will research the matter and report back to the Town Council.


The Clerk/Treasurer distributed copies of the subdivision application for Abbie’s Acres North.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to declare the Abbie’s Acres North subdivision application technically incomplete until the items on the environmental checklist regarding surface water and ground water are corrected.  Motion Carried.


The Clerk/Treasurer distributed copies of the subdivision application for Witt’s Farm.

Mayor Weldon informed the Town Council that Tom McDowell has information he would like to share with a Councilmember.  The Mayor will have Tom attend the next Town Council meeting.  The Mayor informed the Town Council that the portable speed monitoring device will not be available until January or February of 2005.  The Mayor also informed the Town Council that he would be meeting with some other area mayors, and with the new director of the Clark County Health Department, John Wiesman.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve warrants #9528 through #9553 as follows:  Current Expense - $4,691.33; Fire Department - $795.59; Parks Department - $41.92; City Street - $30,402.83; Cemetery - $185.30; and Stormwater - $741.33.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Weldon declared the meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
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
