May 17, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on May 17, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


Citizen Barb Kinkade asked if the Town could help out financially with the fireworks display that a group of citizens has been putting on for the past few years.  The Town will include an informational item about the display in the June newsletter.  Councilmember Smith advised Barb to contact North Clark Little League about the possibility of purchasing fireworks at a discounted rate.  Citizen Karl Taylor asked about the nuisance violation at 203 N. Hubbard Avenue.  The Clerk/Treasurer will make arrangements with the hearings examiner to schedule a hearing on the matter.


Old Business:

There was a discussion on the agreement with Clark County Animal Control.  The Clerk/Treasurer will gather some information about the number of calls that Animal Control handles.  Animal Control has indicated they should have a draft agreement ready by the end of May.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to table the matter until the June 7, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on traffic calming devices.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Mason to schedule a workshop on traffic calming devices for 7:00 p.m. on May 24, 2004 and to request that the Public Works Supervisor attend the workshop.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Clark County’s proposed countywide no net loss planning policy of employment/industrial lands.  The Mayor presented a draft response letter prepared by Rod Orlando.  The final response letter will be presented for Council approval before it is sent to Clark County.  


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise agreement.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to have the Clerk/Treasurer provide J&N Cable Systems Inc. with a copy of the draft franchise agreement and have the matter on the agenda for the June 7, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the wastewater treatment plan proposal.  The Mayor will attempt to schedule a visit to the existing facility in northern Washington for June 28, 2004.


There was a discussion on the Yacolt Skate Park.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to schedule a workshop for 7:00 p.m. on May 18, 2004.  Motion Carried.


New Business:


There was a discussion on the conditional use permit for 505 E. Jones Street.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to renew the conditional use permit for one year.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Mike Harris.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the construction of a 1,822 square foot house with attached garage at 506 E. Jones Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Mike obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Section 15 of Ordinance #383.  


There was a discussion on the public improvements for the Annie’s Meadow Subdivision.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to table the matter until the June 7, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the Town’s representative on the Clark County Mosquito Control District Board of Trustees.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Mason to appoint Councilmember Debra Smith as the Town of Yacolt’s representative on the Clark County Mosquito Control District Board of Trustees.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the upcoming sidewalk and street improvement projects.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to publish the invitation to bid for the Blackmore Avenue and Hoag Street projects.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the vacant position on the Town Council.  The Clerk/Treasurer informed the Council that Laura Van Tassell was the only person to submit a letter of interest for the vacant position.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Smith to interview Laura Van Tassell.  Motion Carried.  The Town Council conducted an interview with Laura Van Tassell.


The item on the design of public improvements for lots owned by Ben Seppala in the Twin Falls Addition was removed from the agenda.


The Mayor requested that an item about Mayor Pro Tem be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the matter.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to designate Councilmember James Weldon as Mayor Pro Tem until November 30, 2004.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the April, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9318 through #9330 as follows:  Current Expense - $4,482.62; Fire Department - $112.18; Parks Department - $18.69; City Street - $4,334.62; and Stormwater - $5.00.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson adjourned the meeting to an executive session at 8:40 p.m.  The executive session was on the matters of acquisition of real estate and evaluating the qualifications of Laura Van Tassell to fill the vacant Town Council position.  There was no action taken on either of the matters.


Mayor Robertson reconvened to the regular Council session at 8:55 p.m.

Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:56 p.m.
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
