Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on August 16, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the August 2, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


There was no citizen communication.  


Old Business:

There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #433.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to ask J&N Cable Systems Inc. to make line by line edits to Draft Ordinance #433.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on traffic calming devices.  Councilmember Stewart will recruit volunteers from North Country EMS and Clark County Fire District 13 to assist the Public Works Department in installing calming devices at the first location on East Yacolt Road on Friday, August 20, 2004.


New Business:


There was a discussion on possible projects for the Transportation Improvement Board (TIB) Pedestrian Safety & Mobility Program (PSMP) and/or Small Cities Program (SCP).  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to submit two applications for the Pedestrian Safety & Mobility Program (PSMP):  one for a sidewalk on West Jones Street from Railroad Avenue to Blackmore Avenue and one for a sidewalk on West Jones Street from Railroad Avenue to Johnson Avenue.  Motion Carried.
There was a discussion on the subdivision application for Abbie’s Acres.  The public hearing on the application will be held at the September 7, 2004 meeting. 


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to accept the July, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to approve warrants #9430 through #9448 as follows:  Current Expense - $1,921.53; Fire Department - $175.96; Parks Department - $130.05; City Street - $5,990.42; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $25.00.  Motion Carried.
