September 7, 2004

Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on September 7, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  Councilmember Stewart was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the minutes of the August 16, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Citizen Jim Messer presented the Town Council with a petition signed by several residents.  The petition asks the Town Council to explore alternative traffic control measures and to immediately remove the speed bumps from the roadways.  Citizen Tammy Paris asked what the Town Council had decided about the quality of the ground leveling and grass seeding that was done as part of the sidewalk project in front of her house last year.  The Public Works Supervisor will place some fill dirt where needed and plant grass seed on top of the fill dirt.


Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matter of the Abbie’s Acres subdivision. 

Citizen Jim Messer requested that the Town Council thoroughly investigate the traffic effects of the proposed subdivision.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.

Old Business:


There was a discussion on the Abbie’s Acres subdivision application.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to give preliminary plat approval for Abbie’s Acres subject to all requirements of the Clark County Health Department Development Review Evaluation, Clark County Fire Marshal, Clark Public Utilities and the Town of Yacolt being met.  Motion Carried.  


There was a discussion on the animal control ordinances.  The Clerk/Treasurer will work with Clark County Animal Control to prepare draft forms for enforcing the animal control ordinances.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Warren to have the matter on the agenda for the September 20, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson requested that the matter of traffic calming devices be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the matter.  A workshop on traffic calming devices was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on September 27, 2004. 


New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Ben Seppala.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the construction of a 1,308 square foot house with attached garage at 505 E. Clark Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Ben obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Ben Seppala.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the construction of a 1,547 square foot house with attached garage at 507 E. Clark Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Ben obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on what was originally Lot 6 of the Yacolt Acre Tracts.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to waive the requirement to construct public improvements because the placement of a second home on tax parcel #064930-000 was allowed before the Town of Yacolt Engineering Standards For Public Works Construction requiring the construction of public improvements were adopted.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Ordinance #431.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to make minor revisions to Ordinance #431 as suggested by Clark Public Utilities and to advertise for a public hearing on the revisions at the September 20, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on possible CDBG projects for the 2005 funding cycle.  The matter will be on the agenda for the September 20, 2004 meeting.  The Clerk/Treasurer will advertise for the first public hearing on the matter to be held at the September 20, 2004 meeting.

Mayor Robertson informed the Council that Rod Orlando has completed the Town of Yacolt Annexation Procedures Manual.  The Mayor also informed the Council that an agreement has been signed with The Resource Company Inc. to update the Town of Yacolt’s Critical Lands Ordinance.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9449 through #9476 as follows:  Current Expense - $7,177.39; Fire Department - $765.55; Parks Department - $42.85; City Street - $7,493.20; Cemetery - $228.18; and Stormwater - $741.41.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
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
