June 21, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on June 21, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Mason, and Weldon.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve the minutes of the June 7, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


Citizen Karl Taylor asked if the Town could get a new flag for the flagpole at Town Hall.  The Clerk/Treasurer will order a new flag.  

Old Business:

There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #434.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to approve the draft of Ordinance #434 and to schedule a public hearing on the ordinance for the July 6, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on acquiring a new mower.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to table the matter until the Public Works Supervisor has information available to share with the Town Council.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement for the property acquisition at 201 E. Jones Street.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Stewart to approve the Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement and to authorize the payment of $500 in earnest money for the property acquisition at 201 E. Jones Street.  Motion Carried.  


There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #433.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve the draft of Ordinance #433 and to schedule a public hearing on the ordinance for the July 6, 2004 meeting.  Motion Failed.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to schedule a workshop on the matter for July 12, 2004 at 7:30 p.m.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on a proposal from The Resource Company Inc. to update the Town’s critical lands ordinance to reflect best available science.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Mason to table the matter until August.  Motion Carried.

New Business:


There was a request to keep chickens presented for Corey and Carrie Firestone.  There was a discussion on the request.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve Firestone’s request to keep no more than eight chickens provided the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements.  Motion Carried.

The Clerk/Treasurer advised the Council that the Red Fir Inn’s liquor license is up for renewal.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Stewart to approve the liquor license renewal for the Red Fir Inn.  Motion Carried.

The Clerk/Treasurer advised the Council that Tall Man’s Saloon’s liquor license is up for renewal.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Mason to approve the liquor license renewal for Tall Man’s Saloon.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the five bids received for the Blackmore Avenue and West Hoag Street projects. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to accept the low bid of $175,553.00 made by Nutter Corporation and to authorize award of the contract upon approval of Nutter Corporation by the Transportation Improvement Board (TIB).  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the public improvements for lots owned by Ben Seppala in the Twin Falls Addition.  The item will be back on the agenda when Ben’s engineer has additional information available for the Town Council.


There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Mason that an item about construction of a house at 507 E. Clark Street be added to the agenda.  Motion Carried.  There was a discussion on the matter.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Weldon to allow Ben Seppala to submit a building permit application for constructing a house at 507 E. Clark Street prior to the public improvements for that block being completed.  Motion Carried. 


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to accept the May, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve warrants #9353 through #9364 as follows:  Current Expense - $808.54; Fire Department - $102.07; Parks Department - $57.45; City Street - $4,878.72; and Stormwater - $5.00.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson adjourned the meeting to an executive session at 8:25 p.m.  The executive session was on the matter of acquisition of real estate.  There was no action taken on the matter.


Mayor Robertson reconvened to the regular Council session at 8:44 p.m.
