July 19, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on July 19, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Pro Tem Weldon was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Warren, and Mason.  Mayor Robertson was absent.  There were visitors present.  Councilmember Smith joined the meeting at 7:25 p.m.


The oath of office for Councilmember Joe Warren was administered by the Clerk/Treasurer.

There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the June 21, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the July 12, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


Citizen Tammy Paris had questions about the ground leveling and grass seeding that was done as part of the sidewalk project in front of her house last year.  The Town Councilmembers and the Public Works Supervisor will go look at the area in front of Tammy’s property.  Citizen Karl Taylor asked how often the Town mows the public right-of-way areas.  The Public Works Supervisor explained that the mowing and weed eating are accomplished as frequently as possible and that if property owners have already mowed the public right-of-way areas the Public Works personnel bypass them. 


Mayor Pro Tem Weldon adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of Ordinance #434 – Establishing Regular Meeting Days And Time For The Town Council and Resolution #386 – Adopting The Six-Year Street Improvement Program For 2005-2010. 

There was no input from the public on either matter.  Mayor Pro Tem Weldon closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

There was a discussion on Ordinance #434.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Warren to adopt Ordinance #434 – Establishing Regular Meeting Days And Time For The Town Council.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Draft Ordinance #435.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve the draft of Ordinance #435 and to place the matter on the agenda for the August 2, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.

Michael Monen was unable to attend the meeting so the item was removed from the agenda.


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise.  Councilmember Smith will invite AT&T/Comcast to attend the August 2, 2004 meeting.


Mayor Pro Tem Weldon requested that the matter of the property acquisition at 201 E. Jones Street be added to the agenda.  The Clerk/Treasurer informed the Town Council that Gibbs & Olson Inc. can perform the necessary survey work for $2,500.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to authorize the expenditure of up to $2,500 for the necessary survey work to move forward with the property acquisition at 201 E. Jones Street.  Motion Carried.


New Business:


There was a request by Kevin Whitten to remove a tree that is partially in the public right-of-way at 104 E. Jones Street.  There was a discussion on the request.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve Kevin’s request to remove the tree that is partially in the public right-of-way on his property at 104 E. Jones Street.  Motion Carried.

There was a building permit application presented for Silver Star Homes.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to deny the building permit application for Silver Star Homes because there is no owner signature on the application and because the plot plan does not accurately depict the lot dimensions.  Motion Carried.  

There was a discussion on Resolution #386.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to adopt Resolution #386 – Adopting The Six-Year Street Improvement Program For 2005-2010.  Motion Carried.


The Mayor Pro Tem requested that the matter of a proposed agreement with Clark County Weed Management be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the matter. There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to authorize Mayor Pro Tem Weldon to sign the agreement with Clark County Weed Management allowing Clark County Weed Management to access Town property to control Japanese knot weed.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to accept the June, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Pro Tem Weldon had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9365 through #9388 as follows:  Current Expense - $13,000.52; Fire Department - $2,612.50; Parks Department - $107.12; City Street - $6,127.08; Cemetery - $228.18; and Stormwater - $741.41 and warrants #9389 through #9406 as follows:  Current Expense - $4,750.56; Fire Department - $180.10; Parks Department - $1,391.59; City Street - $3,794.09; Cemetery - $27.19; and Stormwater - $65.08.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Pro Tem Weldon declared the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
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
