December 20, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on December 20, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Weldon was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Mason.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the December 6, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.    


A member of the Battle Ground Public Schools bond committee, Lou Maurina, shared information about the work of the bond committee and asked the Council’s opinion on the need for a high school in north Clark County.  The Council applauded Lou for his research and advocacy efforts, and mentioned the existing need for a high school in north Clark County, which will become more necessary as the area continues to grow.

Mayor Weldon adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of Ordinance #437 – Adopting The Budget For The Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2005, and Ordinance #438 – Amending The Budget For The Year 2004.

There was no input from the public on either of the matters.  Mayor Weldon closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

There was a building permit application presented for Pacific Northwest Custom Homes Inc.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Stewart to approve the construction of a 3 bedroom 2 bathroom house with attached garage on tax parcel #066480-000 provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Eric obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried with Councilmember Mason voting nay.


There was a building permit application presented for Pacific Northwest Custom Homes Inc.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Stewart to approve the construction of a 3 bedroom 2 bathroom house with attached garage on tax parcel #066485-000 provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Eric obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried with Councilmember Mason voting nay.


There was a discussion on the vacant Town Council position.  The Clerk/Treasurer informed the Council the vacant position needs to be filled by January 16, 2005.

Mayor Weldon adjourned the meeting to an executive session at 8:40 p.m.  The executive session was on the matter of personnel.  There was no action taken on the matter.


Mayor Weldon reconvened to the regular Council session at 9:05 p.m.


New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Nathan and Angela Hussey.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the construction of a 192 square foot storage shed at 308 W. Humphrey Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Nathan and Angela obtain the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnish the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #390. There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Smith to adopt Resolution #390 – Adopting The Seven-Year Comprehensive Plan Legislative Action Schedule.  Motion Carried.

Rod Orlando presented information on the amended State of Washington Shoreline Management Act (SMA) requirements and the schedule for updating Shoreline Master Programs (SMP).  Clark County is submitting a grant application to the Washington State Department of Ecology (DOE) for $1,000,000 to prepare an update of the county’s Shoreline Management Plan.  Clark County would like the Town of Yacolt to coordinate and participate in the preparation of its Shoreline Management Plan.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to coordinate and participate with Clark County in the preparation of its Shoreline Management Plan.  Motion Carried

There was a discussion on staff salaries for 2005.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to authorize a 1.5% pay increase for the Public Works Supervisor and the Clerk/Treasurer.  Motion Carried. 

There was a discussion on Ordinance #437.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to adopt Ordinance #437 – Adopting The Budget For The Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2005.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Ordinance #438.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to adopt Ordinance #438 – Amending The Budget For The Year 2004.  Motion Carried. 

There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to accept the November, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Weldon informed the Council that a No Parking sign has been placed on the west side of North Railroad Avenue between West Cushman Street and West Yacolt Road.      


There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Smith to approve warrants #9606 through #9620 as follows:  Current Expense - $55,540.37; Fire Department - $11,625.92; Parks Department - $75.85; City Street - $2,896.82; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $5.00.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Weldon declared the meeting adjourned at 9:40 p.m.
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
