June 2, 2003

Council Chambers


The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on June 2, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Case, Smith, and Messer.  Councilmembers Tindall-Ellis and Mason were absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Messer to approve the minutes of the May 19, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.    


Old Business:


There was a discussion on staff salaries.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Messer to table the item until the June 16, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #375.  There was a motion by Messer, seconded by Smith to adopt Resolution #375 – Declaring That The Franchise Of J&N Cable Systems Inc. Shall Be Forfeited And Terminated Unless Compliance Is Achieved In The Relocation Of Certain Cable Television Service Wires And Cables.  Motion Carried.

New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Daniel Mooney.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to approve the installation of a heat pump at 203 W. Wilson Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Daniel obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson informed the Council that Battle Ground Public School District is seeking to increase the school impact fees.  The Clerk/Treasurer will obtain copies of the updated Battle Ground Public School District Capital Facilities Plan.  The matter will be on the agenda for the June 16, 2003 meeting.

There was a discussion on Resolution #376.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to adopt Resolution #376 – Authorizing And Approving That The Clark County Auditor Conduct The September 16, 2003 Primary By Mail Ballot.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson presented a written update on the nuisance cases.  The Town Attorney will pursue payment of penalties and legal fees in full.

There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to approve warrants #8826 through #8837 as follows:  Current Expense - $1,397.87; Fire Department - $962.29; Parks Department - $159.75; City Street - $2,255.03; Cemetery - $42.50; and Stormwater - $157.53.  Motion Carried.
