July 21, 2003

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on July 21, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Case, Smith, and Mason.  Councilmembers Tindall-Ellis and Messer were absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the corrected minutes of the July 7, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.

Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matter of the Six-Year Street Improvement Program for 2004-2009. 

There was no input from the public.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.

Old Business:

There was a discussion on projects for the 2004 funding cycle.  The Council instructed the Public Works Supervisor to have the engineer prepare cost estimates for Blackmore Avenue street improvements and South Hubbard Avenue street improvements for review as possible Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) projects.  The Council selected sidewalk improvements for West Jones Street from Railroad Avenue to Johnson Avenue as the Transportation Improvement Board (TIB) project. 


The Mayor presented an update on the nuisance violation cases.  The Town has scheduled an abatement date of August 5, 2003 for 204 E. Twin Falls Street.  The abatement will be a collaborative effort with Larch Correction Center and Clark County Sheriff’s Office.  Once the August 5th abatement is completed, an abatement date will be scheduled for 312 E. Clark Street.  The residents of 205 W. Jones Street have not yet signed the Voluntary Nuisance Correction and Limited Right of Entry and Abatement Agreement.  


The Public Works Supervisor presented an update on the projects.  Both the East Yacolt Road project and the North Cedar Avenue project are complete, including telephone and cable television relocation work. 

New Business:


There was a discussion on Resolution #377.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to adopt Resolution #377 – Adopting The Six-Year Street Improvement Program For 2004-2009.  Motion Carried.


Rusty Warren from the Clark County Sheriff’s Office was unable to attend the meeting so the item was removed from the agenda.


There was an application to relocate a drainage swale presented for Pete Roberts.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Mason to approve the relocation of a drainage swale at 505 E. Jones Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Pete obtains the appropriate permits from the proper agencies and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Roger Foley.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to table the application until the August 4, 2003 meeting so that lot size and septic systems requirements can be confirmed with the Clark County Health Department.  Motion Carried. 


There was a building permit application presented for Rosalyn Gomez.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Mason to approve the construction of a patio at 502 W. Humphrey Street provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Rosalyn obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the June, 2003 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson informed the Council that Southwest Clean Air Agency has installed an apparatus on the roof of Frontier Automotive and Towing.  The apparatus will monitor the air quality in the area.  The Town will be receiving a copy of the agency’s monthly report.  The Mayor also informed the Council that Rod Orlando has completed the draft of the Comprehensive Growth Management Plan Update.  Rod would like to present the plan to the Council in a workshop setting.  A workshop was scheduled for Wednesday, July 30, 2003 at 7:00 p.m.

There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve warrants #8890 through #8909 as follows:  Current Expense - $2,104.29; Fire Department - $222.46; Parks Department - $645.98; City Street - $138,915.22; Cemetery - $27.11; and Stormwater - $72.53.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
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
