THAT PART OF THE CURRENT EXPENSE FUND PERTAINING TO DEPART­

MENT OF LABOR AND INDUSTRIES SHALL HEREBY BE INCREASED f25.00 TO 

PAY INDUSTRIAL INSURANCE ON THE ADDITIONAL LAbOR REQUlRED BY THE 

WATER DEPARTMENT.
